3． D．细节理解题．根据第三段"The European Union （EU） is ahead of others in this aspect， thanks to its tough new data protection law"可知，欧盟在这方面领先于其它国家，多亏了其严格的新数据保护法，该法禁止公司在未获得用户许可的情况下收集面部识别所需的生物特征数据，故选D．
4． A．主旨大意题．本文主要介绍了人脸识别技术潜在的滥用问题，微软呼吁美国政府应对人脸识别技术加强管理，旧金山甚至通过立法禁止使用该技术，旧金山官员Aaron Peskin说该技术就像乔治•奥威尔所写的《1984》中的"老大哥"．"老大哥"一词现在被用来形容试图加强对公民的监视．因此这里巧妙借用"老大哥技术"作为标题，既能涵盖本文主体内容，又能引起读者的好奇，读了本文后方知"老大哥技术"究竟是个什么东西．故选A．
【点评】此题主要考查学生的细节理解和推理判断能力．做细节理解题时一定要找到文章中的原句，和题干进行比较，再做出正确选择．在做推理判断题时不要以个人的主观想象代替文章的事实，要根据文章事实进行合乎逻辑的推理判断．
14．【分析】本文属于说明文阅读，作者通过这篇文章主要向我们描述了阅读儿童读物可以提高阅读能力．
【解答】1．A．细节理解题．根据文章第一段 I found that I could understand and learn individual words easiIy， but when it came to literature， I really struggled． That was when my tutor at university suggested reading some children's books printed in the target language我发现我可以很容易地理解和学习单个单词，但在文学方面，我真的很挣扎，那时我的大学导师建议我读一些用目标语印刷的儿童读物．可知建议作者阅读儿童读物因为她在阅读伟大的作品方面很薄弱；故选A．
2．C．细节理解题．根据文章第二段As children， we are given these basic texts to familiarise our brains with certain vocabulary and writing structures， and from there， we can learn and develop可当我们还是孩子的时候，我们就会得到这些基本的课文，使我们的大脑熟悉某些词汇和写作结构，并从中学习和发展．知孩子们能从儿童读物中学到词汇和结构；故选C．
3．D．细节理解题．根据文章第三段If you can wait a bit before you use a dictionary， you may be surprised what you can get merely from the context of the sentence in the story如果你能在使用字典之前稍等一下，你可能会惊讶于你仅仅从故事中句子的上下文中得到了什么．可知是简单地从上下文中理解单词使作者在阅读儿童书籍时感到惊讶；故选D．
4．A．细节理解题．根据文章第三段Additionally， a lot of children's books have pictures which may give you a clue as to what or to whom the passage is referring此外，许多儿童书籍都有图片，这些图片可能会让你知道这篇文章所指的是什么，或者是谁．可知文章的最佳标题是阅读儿童读物；故选A
【点评】考察学生的细节理解和推理判断能力，做细节理解题时一定要找到文章中的原句，和题干进行比较，再做出正确的选择．在做推理判断题不要以个人的主观想象代替文章的事实，要根据文章事实进行合乎逻辑的推理判断．
三．信息匹配（共1小题）
15．【分析】文章介绍了一项调查．经研究发现，人们在50岁之后会变得更加幸福，也会少一些忧虑．
【解答】1．D． 推理判断题．设空处位于第二段最后一句，设空前一句 His team found that levels of stress were the highest among adults between the ages of 22 and 25． 说了研究团队关于压力水平的发现．所以 36 空仍为压力水平的研究的成果．从下列七个选项中，只有 D 选项说的是压力水平，而且是结论．故答案为 D．
2．G． 推理判断题．设空处位于第三段最后一句，此句前一句The survey also found that men and women have similar emotional patterns as they grow older．说的是随着年龄变老，男人和女人有相似的情绪的模式．所以后一句仍然是说基于男女对比的研究发现．故为 G．

【点评】七选五阅读是完成性阅读，和完形填空很类似，不同的是一个选词，一个选句子．解题时，要注意上下文语境，充分考虑信息词（选项中和空格前后句子中相同或相近七的词），选出最符合语境的句子．

【点评】完型填空题解题步骤：
1．通读全文，理解大意．重视首句信息，跳过空格，浏览全文，从整体上感知全文，理解文章大意，这是解题的基础．
2．瞻前顾后，避难就易．在理解文章大意的情况下，结合各选项的意义和用法，遵循先易后难的原则，先解决那些自己有把握的问题．对少数难题，暂时跳过，或许在上文中难以判断的题在下文中就有暗示或者明显的提示，或许一个在前面不能解答的题在填出了另一空后会令你豁然开朗．
3．复读全文，解决残敌．借助已经补全的空格，对全文有了更清楚的理解，可以集中解决所遗留的少数疑难问题．
4．再次复读，弥补疏漏，全部做好后，务必要结合自己选择的答案重新阅读短文内容，确保全文文意连贯．
五．语法填空（共1小题）

【解答】61．studying 考查非谓语．   student与study之间为逻辑上的主动关系，所以用现在分词作后置定语，故答案为studying．
62．came  考查时态．  本句中主语为the dream place，we were looking forward to为一个定语从句修饰前面的先行词the dream place，come into view为句子的谓语部分，这是对旅游事件的描述，所以用过去时态，故答案为came．
63．highest 考查形容词．  分析句子可知，这一部分内容是对the Zhurong Peak的解释说明，为它的同位语成分，由常识可知，祝融峰是衡山七十二峰中的最高峰，故答案为highest．
64．However  考查连词． 前面说到达山顶呼吸新鲜的空气和后面的两个小时前在常山时由于天热而听力都困难形成了对比，前后为转折关系，故答案为However．
65．where  考查定语从句．该空前面为一逗号，后面为一个完整的句子，所以为一个非限制性定语从句，修饰表示地点的先行词Changshang，因此用关系副词where来引导，故答案为where．
66．its  考查代词．  green trees and straight bamboos属于衡山的特色，所以用its表示所属关系，即衡山的美很大程度上在于它的绿树和挺拔的竹林；故答案为its．
67．with/by  考查介词．  covered  by/with the white floating clouds为过去分词短语作后置定语，修饰peaks after peaks，表示被白色的浮云笼罩的山峰，所以用介词by或者with．
68．leaves 考查名词．  温和的阳光穿过茂密的树叶投射到地上，此处用leaf的复数形式leaves；故答案为leaves．
69．happily  考查副词．人们能够在丛林里和山谷里听到鸟幸福的歌唱，此处需要用副词来修饰动词singing，故答案为happily．
70．being struck 考查动词短语．cannot help doing sth情不自禁的做某事，根据后面的介词by可知，是表达我被这种大自然的壮美风景所震撼，所以用cannot help being done；故答案为being struck．
【点评】语法填空是通过语篇在语境中考查语法知识的运用能力，在解题前应快速浏览短文掌握大意，在读懂短文的基础上，结合短文提供的特定的语言环境去逐句分析．要解决好语法填空，离不开坚实的语法知识，有了坚实的语法知识才能对语言进行正确的分析和判断，从而答对题目．
六．短文改错（共1小题）
18．【分析】本文讲述我学习法语、拉丁语的经历．
【解答】The first foreign language I never learnt was French， but it didn't go very well． My mother asked our neighbor∧ teach me when I was seven． French wasn't his native languages，but he used to live in France， so he could speak a little． However， I learnt very little until I didn't feel it related to my daily life anyway． When I entered into senior high school， my attitude to language learning changed． I decided to learn Latin， that I've always been interested in because I want to study law． Learning Latin wasn't a struggle for myself for this reason． Soon I begin to read classic books in Latin． Read those books opened a window for me to another world or gave me a new point of view on my own world．
详解：
1． never 改为 ever，考察副词，never 词义为否定含义"从不"，而此处需要的是肯定意义，因此改为"ever曾经"．
2． teach 前加 to，考察非谓语动词，该题为固定搭配，ask sb． to do sth．
3． languages 改为 language，考察名词，考察名词的单复数，这里语义为"法语不是他的母语"因此 language 应用单数．
4． until 改为 because，考察连词，句意：然而我学到很少，因为我不觉得法语和我的日常生活有关联，故将until 改为 because．
5． 删掉 into，考察介词，enter 表示进入某一具体场所、建筑物等，是及物动词，其后不需要加介词 into．因此这里表示进入高中，需要删掉介词 into．
6． that 改为 which，考察连词，本题考察定语从句关系代词，从句中 I've always been interested in 缺宾语，先行词为 Latin 表示物，可用 that/which，但是从句前有逗号，为非限制性定语从句，只用 which 不用 that．
7． myself 改为 me，考察代词，反身代词作宾语时，和主语人称要一致．本句主语为 Learning Latin，而不是 I，因此把 myself 改为宾格 me．
8． begin 改为 began，考察谓语动词，考察谓语动词的时态语态．本文描述的都是过去的动作，因此要把 begin改为过去式 began．
9． Read 改为 Reading，考察非谓语动词，本句谓语动词为 opened，前面缺少主语，需要用动名词作主语．故 Read改为 Reading．
10． or 改为 and，考察连词，本题考察并列连词的逻辑关系，这里表达了读书的两个好处，因此两者关系应为并列．故 or 改为 and．
【点评】1． 先通读全文．认真阅读短文，在做题之前确保已经弄清原文大意．注意文章中上下文的逻辑关系是否正确，时态、人称、主谓、指代等是否一致．
2．聚焦出题热点、综合运用所学语言知识，分句（注意以句子为单位而不是以行为单位）对不同的错误情况进行分析和回答（即改词、加词或减词）．
3．再次通读全文，校对自己的改正是否正确．一般各种改错的方式都应该用到，如果出现了某一种改法（如加词、减词等）没有用到，要考虑自己的改错应该有问题，要对刚才不是很有把握的行进行推敲．在自己认为正确的行后划勾，并且校对其他行改正的符号是否准确，大小写是否拼写正确（这点同学们很容易忽视）．如果某一行有两种改错方式要推敲哪一种是最佳改法．
